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I.  Esther 5-7
I.  These 3 chapters are one literary unit meant to be considered together.
I.  These chapters recount Esther’s plea for her people’s safety, Haman’s disgrace, and Mordecai’s exaltation. 

II.  Mechanisms Driving the Events of Esther 5-7

II.  God’s absolute providence. 

II.  Haman just happens to bump into Mordecai following Esther’s first feast. (Esther 5:9)

II.  Haman just happens to begin building gallows that he will soon be hung upon. (Esther 5:15)

II.  The King just happens to not be able to sleep. (Esther 6:1)

II.  The servant just happens to read about Mordecai’s heroism from years prior. (Esther 6:2)

II.  The King just happens to want to finally reward Mordecai. (Esther 6:3)

II.  Haman comes in right when the king is thinking about how to honor Mordecai. (Esther 6:4)

II.  Haman just happens to be the one who was ordered to carry out his recommendations to Mordecai. (Esther 6:10)
II.  The King returns to Esther’s chambers just as Haman is falling onto her. (Esther 7:8)
II.  Esther’s potentially genius plan, upheld by the Lord. 
II.  Through the multiple invitations to Haman, Esther was likely trying to plant worry in the king’s mind regarding Haman. 
II.  Esther’s plans were solidified when the Lord moved Haman to ask for the creepy honors in chapter 6. 

II.  It all was brought to a head when the Lord caused Haman to fall on Esther at the opportune moment in chapter 7.
